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ABSTRACT

This research aimed to study religious pluralism and the belief in the
Mamuad ritual in Phraibueng sub-district, Sisaket province. It is based on two
methods: documentary research, and field research which included observation,
interviews, and questionnaires. Statistical analysis was performed by SPSS and
percentage.

Research results showed that the beliefs of this research group corresponds
closely with the concept of religious pluralism. That is, they accept Buddhist teaching
and practice, as well as pay respect to their ancestor souls. The Mamuad ritual is

believed to be sacred and can bring happiness to their lives 96.3%and can cause
recovery from illness by 83.6%.

It is suggested that a further study on illness treatment by performing
rituals should be done in terms of sociological and psychological approaches by
which a comparative study of contemporary medicine and traditional medicine would
be conducted.
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
