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The purpose of this study was to survey the desired roles and characteristics of
guidance teachers expected by Mathayom Suksa 3 students in Sankamphaeng School, Chiang
Mai Province. The population was of 480 Mathayom Suksa 3 students who were enrolled in the
second semester of 2009 academic year from which 120 students were randomly selected to
serve as the sample. The instrument used was rating scale questionnaire developed by the
researcher. The data were analyzed in terms of frequency, percentage, mean, and standard
deviation. It was found that most students expected the desired roles and characteristics of
guidance teachers at high level in all aspects. The desired roles of guidance teachers in the
guidance services, in ranking from the highest to the lowest, were information service, counseling
service, individual inventory service, placement service, and follow-up service. The students
expected the desirable characteristics of the guidance teachers at high level in all aspects and in

ranking were personality, human relationship, morality, knowledge, and competence.
