The purpose of this study was to evaluate a B.E. 2543 continuing curriculum,
Home Economics in Fabrics and Costumes, implemented in Faculty of Home
Economics, Rajamangala University of Technology Krungthep, South Bangkok Campus.
CIPP Model was used to evaluate the curriculum context, environment, basic factors,
process and products. The outcome of the study was hoped to be used as a guideline
for curriculum, learning and teaching development. The informants of the study were
those involved in the curriculum comprising 5 curriculum experts, 8 teachers, 42 present
students, 83 alumni, and 83 alumni’s job supervisors. Five sets of questionnaires were
used to collect the data. SPSS software was used to analyze the data.

With respect to the evaluation of the context, the experts and the teachers were
asked for their opinions. They indicéted the objectives of the curriculum were clear and
practicable. The curriculum met the labor market need. The number of credits was very
appropriate.

Regarding the evaluation of the basic factors, the teachers and the alumni were
asked to respond to the questionnaires. it was found that most teachers were
permanently employed, held Master's Degree, and had at least 20 years of teaching
experience. Most alumni graduated in 2004. Most informants said that teaching and
learning instruments, textbooks, and space were moderately sufficient, of good quality,
and up to date. The convenience to access the service was at a moderate level.

As for the process evaluation, the alumni and the present students articulated that

the teaching and learning organization was moderately appropriate.

With regard to the product evaluation, the alumni and the students viewed that the
knowledge and skills obtained from the curriculum were moderately beneficial to their
career. The supervisors also thought that the alumni’s knowledge and skills were at a

moderate level while their required characteristics were at a high level.
