Person with substance abuse mostly have comorbidity. Therefore, assles'sément for
coexis disorders should be emphasized to enhance the comprehensive care. The purpose of this
descriptive study was to examine the personality disorders of persons with alcohol induced
psychotic disorders. The subjects who met inclusion criteria were selected into study. These
consisted of 127 persons with alcohol induced psychotic disorders who admitted to Suanprung
psychiatric Hospital, Chiang Mai province during January to February , 2004. The study
instrument was a Questionnaire consisting of two parts:1) Demographic, and Data 2) Personality
Diagnosis questionnaire — 4 (PDQ-4) developed by Hyler (1994) which was back translated into
Thai by Kotchaphon Phongrattanasawat , Ubol Niwatichai and Patraporn Tungpunkom (2002).
Reliability of the instrument obtained by teat-retest was 0.83. Data were analyzed by using
descriptive statistics.

The results revealed that 88.98 percent of the subject reported as having personality
disorders. Considering to each type of personality disorders, it is found that 87.40 percent of the
subjected having the obsessive compulsive personality disorders, fellowed by paranoid
personality disorders (77.95%), borderline personality disorders (65.35%), avoidant personality
disorders (65.35%), and schizotypal personality disorders (58.27%) respectively.

The findings of this study indicated the comorbidity of the personality disorders in
persons” with alcohol induced psychotic disorders. Thercfore, person with alcohol induced

psychotic disorders should be assessed and diagnosed for personality disorders in order to provide

a comprehensive care.
