This research was to compare leamning achievement of introvert and extravert
Mathayom Suksa 3 students in Yupparajwittayalai School, Chiang Mai Province. Sample of
134 students enrolled in sccond semester, 2003 academic year, was used. Among these, 69 were
classified as introverts, and 65 extraverts. The instrumcnt used was the personality inventory
adopied from M.P.1., EPPS and 16 PF Form A with 0.87 relizbility for introvert and 0.88 for -
extravert types. Statistics used included frequency distribution, percentage, mean, standard —
deviation and t — test. The findings reveal that introvert students had significantly higher

leamning achievement than the extravert students.
