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The purposes of this stady were (1) to study opinions of administrators and
teachers conceming the educational administration process of private bilingual schools
in Bangkok Metropolis; (2) to compare the opinions of school administrators and
teachers concerning the educational administration process of private bilingual schools
in Bangkok Metropolis; and (3) to explore problems and suggestions concerning the
educational education process of private bilingual schools in Bangkok Metropolis.

The research sample comprised 38 administrators and 269 teachers of 38
private bilingual schools in Bangkok Metropolis. The research instrument was a 5-
scale rating scale questionnaire developed by the researcher with .98 coefficient of
reliability. Statistics for data analysis were the frequency, percentage, arithmetic mean,
standard deviation, and t-test.

Research findings could be concluded as follows: (1) The administrators and
teachers had opinions that the overall educational administration process of private
bilingual schools in Bangkok metropolis was operated at the high level. When
considered by aspect, the ranking of administrative aspects according to their operation
rating means from high to low was as follows: planning, evaluation, coordination,
resource allocation, and motivation. (2) Private bilingual school administrators and
teachers differed at the .05 level in their opinions concerning the overall educational
administration process. When their opinions concerning each aspect of administration
on process were compared, the only aspect that their opinions were not significantly
different was that of resource allocation; while significant differences of opinions at the
.05 level were found concerning all other aspects. (3) The main educational
administration process problems of private bilingual schools were the recrmtment of
qualified personnel, and the offered remuneration being inappropriate for their duty and
responsibility. As for suggestions, it was suggested that participatory administration
should be practiced more and there should be an efficient system of monitoring and
evaluation of work performance.
