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This research was conducted to study 1) sports newspaper-reading behavior
of male university students in Chiang Mai province; 2) their football-gambling behavior;
and 3) the relationships betwcen their sports newspaper-reading behavior and football-
gambling behavior.

The data was csllectcd by means of pretested questionnaires from 120
randomly selected male students studying in Chiang Mai University and Payap University
and analyzed by using the SPSS. The statistics used were percentage, mean ard standard
deviation. The results of the study were as follows:

Sports newspaper-reading behavior. Malc university students in Chiang Mai
province bought sports newspapers 1 - 2 times per week as these newspapers presented
credible information. Most of them were found to read the newspapers 3 -4 times a veek
as they wanted to be updated with football news. Their most favorite sports newspaper
was Star Soccer. Many university students were also found to show a highest favor in
reading general news relevant to football.

Football-gambling behavior. Further results indicated that 45% of the
male university students in Chiang Mai usad Sports Pool newspapers to indulge in foottall
gambling and they were also found to gamble in Premier League football programs. The
highly favored form of gambling was often found to be team pair betting, through their
own friends or acquaintances. They gambled 1 — 2 times/week and their betting was
101 - 500 baht each time. The maximum bet was 120,000 baht; the amount gained each
time, 1,800 baht; and the amount lost, 1,600 baht.

The relationships between male university students’ sports newspapers-
reading behavior and football-gambling behavior. The relationship was found to be at a

moderate level, which was compatible with the proposed hypothesis.
