The objective of this qualitative research was to analyze the role as mass media
of the 2000 Seawrite awarded short story collection “Sing Mee Cheewit Tee Riak
Wa Khon” (Living Things Called Human Beings) by Win Liewwarin; which included 17 short
stories: 1) Choo, 2) Come Hi Kam, 3) Lok Sarm Bai Khong Ras Eakkated, 4) Lun Tom Roy
Kleep, 5) Krathang Cha Neang Rim Na Tang, 6) Reung Kong Pom Kub Por, 7) Yee Sip Pee
Hai Lung, 8) Garn Su Kun Li Ga Nu Yok, 9) La Korn Jing Nai Hong Kao Dum, 10) Wan Na
Gum See Sip Phad Choa Mong, 11) Tukata, (12) Kum Saraparp Kong Chang Tao
Lung, 13) Pha Kuo Kub Platu Neung Keng, 14) Cheng Meng, 15) Mha
Klang Tanon, 16) Petchakart, and 17) Reung Kong Pra Dek Seu Kai Mod.

The research was conducted by means of content analysis, documentary
research such as articles, and interviews with the author to find out the following
aspects: writing style issue  presented, contexts affecting the  stories,
publishing, and the role as mass media.

To find out the writing style and issue presented, the contents of the short stories
were analyzed and documentary research, such as articles interviewed with the author and the
preface of the book, was used to arrive at the contexts affecting the stories. The publishing aspect
was derived from the bibliography in the book, and the content analysis and interviews with the

authoi were used to find out the role of the short stories as mass media.



The study found the following. TE 1 5 0 2 0 7

Writing style: Realism was the most frequently used style in the collection (8
stories or 47.06%), followed by symbolism (5 stories or 29.41%) and the satirical style (3 stories
or 17.65%).

Issue presented: Twelve short stories in this collection or 60% reflected social
lifestyle/behavior, 7 of them or 35% presented cultural issues, and only one story or 5% presented
political issues. However, economic issues were not presented in any of them.

Contexts affecting the writing: There were 6 contexts affecting the collection
“Sing Mee Cheewit Tee Riak Wa Khon™ (Living Things Called Human Beings) i.e. educational
background and work experience, lifestyle, reading and researching behavior, information access,
personal beliefs, family background and working aimosphere.

The most affecting context were reading and researching behavior, found in 7
stories or 25.93%; followed by the author’s educational background and work experience,
reflected in 6 stories or 22.22%, and information access and personal beliefs, each of which was
found in 4 stories or 14.81%.

Publishing: Several stories had becn first published in other press media before
being printed in the collection. Twelve stories or 70.39% had been published in magazines, four
stories or 23.53% in a collection of short stories, and one or 5.88% in a newspaper.

The role of the short stories as mass media: According to the theories of mass
communication functions all of the short stories play a role as mass media in all aspects:
surveillance, correlation, cultural transmission, and social mobilization. Sixteen stories or 47.06%
performed surveillance function, 8 stories or 23.53% performed correlation function, § stories or
23.53% performed cultural transmission function, and only 2 stories or 5.88% performed social
mobilization function.

From the findings in the aspects of publishing and the role as mass media, it
could be concluded that “Sing Mee Cheewit Tee Riak Wa Khon” (Living Things Called Human
Beings) by Win Liewwarin played a role as mass media according to the theories of mass media

functions.
