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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this study was to study the effect of Instructional Activity Provision
Through Project Based Vocabulary Learning from Environment for Prathom Suksa 1 Students.
The sample studied included 36 Prathom 1 students of Varee Chiangmai School under the

academic year and their parents. The instruments used in this research included 4 lesson plans
with rating scale questionnaire applied for the authentic assessment and two opinion
questionnaires.
