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The purposes of the present research were 1) to study Prathomsuksa IV (grade 4)
students’ learning achievement in Science [earning Substance Topic of “Plants” using the
infusion instructional method and 2) to study the students’ opinions concerning the application of
infusion instructional method to the instruction of the topic. It was prescribed that at least 80% of
the students pass the passing criterion of 70% of the full marks.

The targef group was consisted of 22 grade-4 students in Taen Prajan Community
School, Ban Taen District, Chaiyapume Province during the first semester of the 2006 school
year. The research employed the one-shot case study design. The tools used for the study
included 12 lesson plans which were constructed by the present researcher herself, a 30-item
learning achievement test with four possible answers, and a questionnaire to elicit the students’
opinions concerning the instruction. The collected data were analyzed by means of computing
arithmetic mean, standard deviation and percentage.

The findings:

1. The students were able to make a mean learning achievement score of 80.30% of the
full marks and 100% of them passed the prescribed passing criterion of 70% of the full marks.

2. The students’ opinion regarding the infusion instructional method as employed in the
instruction, as a whole, was at a “high” level in favor of the method (Y = 3.99, S.D. = 0.32).
Their opinions about each aspect of the instruction, in order of favorableness, are the learning
atmosphere (Yz 426, S.D. = 0.27), the knowledge learned (} = 3.99, S.D. 0.42),
the instructional method (Y =3.90, S.D. = 0.52), and studying method (—)—(- =3.81,S.D.=041).
