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The purposes of this study were to 1) analyze the effectiveness of the Support Children
Foundation, Chiang Mai province in‘supporting children affected by HIV/AIDS; 2) analyze
problems and obstructions affecting the success in supporting children affected by HIV/AIDS
and 3) survey the children’s needs in the area of being supported by the society, the community
and the government.

The sample group of this study was a total of 407 children affected by HIV/AIDS, their
parents (400) and officials from the Support Children Foundation (7). The data collecting
instrument used were a questionnaire and an interview form. The data was analyzed by a
statistical program. Frequency, percentage, mean, standard deviation and T-test were utilized for
data analysis.

The findings were as follows:

1. The result of the implementation of supporting children affected by HIV/AIDS
from the Support‘ Children Foundation, Chiang Mai province revealed that the support in the
areas of education, careers, income, health, being accepted in the society, self-supporting abilities,
abilities in supporting their families and having perceptions of their problems were at high level.

| 2. According to the children’s needs in the area orf being supported by the
Community and the government, it is found that the needs of education and self-supporting

abilities were at high level. On the subject of careers, income, health and being accepted by the

community and the society, abilities in supporting their families and having perceptions of their
problems were at high level.

3. Regarding problems and obstructions in supporting children affected by HIV/AIDS, it
was found that the problems from the officials, budgets, cooperation from the community, private

organizations and the government were at high level.
