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An eviction for Lang Wat Patumwanaram Community has been prolonged due to dispute between
the people residing in the community and the eviction committee since 1995. The inaction has left the
community undeveloped for 12 years. The community is facing several problems including poor living
conditions.  Solutions are needed quickly. The objectives of this thesis are 1) to study the community
development, the purpose of the development, and the establishment in residence of the community,
2) to investigate the use of land, the social and economic activities, the land ownership and the linkage to
nearby communities, 3) to analyze the community’s environment, living conditions, social structure, living
routines, community involvements, and the requests of its people and the related authorities, and 4) to propose

the development alternatives for Lang Wat Patumwanaram Community.

The study found that people in this community used to be tenants deep emotion attachment to this
community, since they have an important role to support the city labor. This people shouid have an opportunity
to settle in this current land and their traditional activities should be reserved. The current situation of the
eviction is nonviolent and no one has yet been sued by their landlords. Because the authorities do not have any
strategic resolution for the community, the physical appearance and the community environment are poor.

The poor environment has direct impacts to the living quality of the people.

This research study suggests a shortterm and long-term solutiohs. A short-term solution is to
initiate the slum upgrading on the current land in order to repair these people economically and sociaily for
future relocation. The long-term solutions are land-sharing, and slum clearance followed by rebuilding new
properties on the same land by implementing the strategies of the Baan Mankong Program and the concept of
integration development. The slum clearance should be executed fairly and peacefully by considering the
impact to the tenants and the image of the landlords, i.e. the Crown Property Bureau and Pathumwanaram
Temple. Agreements from both sides should be reached so that both will benefit from the slum clearance.
Efforts should be made by all who are involved, i.e. landlords, people in the community, Patumwan District
Office, Community Organization Development Institute (Public Organization), National Housing Authority, and
the community. They all have to establish their roles, and distribute precise responsibilities in order to efficiently

solving the ongoing problems.
