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This research was to study 1) demographic characteristics of members of Lampang
Community Radio Network; 2) their types and levels of participation of members of Lampang
Community Radio Network in management of Jachom Community Radio Learning Center; and 3)
their suggestions for participation improvement.

The population of this research was 60 members of Lampang Community Radio
Network who responded to questionnaires designed to achieve the research objectives. The
reliability co-efficiency was 0.85. The collected data was analyzed by the SPSS/PC". The results
were as follows.

1. The population was composed of 58.3% males and 41.7% females with an average
age of 41.9 years. Most of the population received a bachelor degree or equivalent. Seven out of
ten were married. Their average monthly income was 4,217.63 baht per person. Four out of ten
were members of community networks such as a network for the elderly and a network for the
disabled. About 58% were persuaded to join Lampang Community Radio Network. Their
principal motivation to participate in management of Jachom Community Radio Learning Center
was because they wanted to take part in community work. They also wanted to be radio hosts.

2. Types and levels of participation of members of Lampang Community Radio
Network in management of Jachom Community Radio Learning Center.

2.1 Their participation in planning was at a moderate level. Major forms of
participation in planning were budget plan, acquisition plan for a transmitter and equipment, job
assignment, and administration structure.

2.2 Their participation in decision making was at a high, level. Major participatory
activities were purchasing decision, decision in choosing and buying a transmitter and equipment,
decision in revenue management, decision in budget use, and decision in changing radio hosts.

2.3 Their participation in radio production was at a moderate level. Major forms of
participation were determining a program format, changing radio hosts, specifying proportion of
program contents, improvement of program contents and program development.

2.4 Their participation in evaluation was at a moderate level. Major forms of
participation were budget use evaluation, evaluation of a transmitter’s efficiency, evaluation of
broadcast time appropriateness, and evaluation of program schedule appropriateness.

3. The members’ suggestions for participation improvement were improvement in
broadcast quality, extension of broadcast time, provision of training for radio hosts to improve
their knowledge and skills, acquisition of sufficient budgets and setting a financial system,
improvement in program quality, improvement in program contents, acquisition of more

broadcast equipment such as CDs, microphones, and tape recorders.
