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The objectives of this research are to study 1) the operation roles of
Sunkumpang Cooperative Village Agricultural Cooperative, Ltd., in response to the
members' needs. 2) the expection of operation roles of Sunkumpang Cooperative
Village Agricultural Cooperative, Ltd., in response to the members' needs. and 3) the
members’ satisfaction with the roles of Sunkumpang Cooperative Village Agricultural
Cooperative Ltd.,. The data were collected from 90 members from Sunkumpang
Cooperative Village Agricultural Cooperative Ltd., by means of questionnaires and were
analyzed by SPSS/PC" using frequency, percentage, mean, and weight mean score.

It was found that most of the respondents were male,
41-50 years, married, finished primary school, and had about 5-6 persons in their family.
Their membership time is about 16-20 years with lower than 200 shares in the
cooperative. With the agricultural land of 10-20 rai. They have an agricultural income of

20,001-60,000 baht/year/household. Off-farm income was 20,001-50,000
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baht/year/household. On farm expenditure was 10,001-30,000 baht/year/household:
off - farm expenditure,10,001-30,000 baht/year/household.

With respect to the present roles of the cooperative to satisfy the
members’ needs, it was found that the members received loan in farms of cash and/or
agricultural supplies. The objectives of borrowing were for agricultural production and
loan repayment. They had an average deposit less than 2,000 bath to the cooperative
and accepted the cash deposit. The members had an average purchase less than
3,000 bath. Most things they purchased were consumer products. The reason to
purchase at (hc cooperative was that there were great varieties of product needed. The
members sold their product to the cooperative less than 10,000 bath. The member got
the cooperative's information about career extension through their group’s chairman.
Agricultural production information through radio program was the best interest. Most
members get the knowledge about the cooperative principle and methodology from
cooperative extension offices.

With respect to the future role to satisfy the members' needs, the
cooperative planned to expand its business of chicken raising, gasoline station, loaning,
cash deposit, milk cow raising, tourism, and other binds of career promotion.

The members satisfied with the cooperative's purchasing business at
medium level, with the selling business at low level, with the participation activities to the
community at low level, with the training activities at low level, with the contribution to the
community at low level, and with communication to the community at low level.

The members had expectation toward purchasing business, selling
business, participation activities to the community, training activities, contribution to the

community, and communication to the community at the highest level, respectively.
