The objectives of this research were 1) to study operational efficiency of Ruamjai
Credit Union Cooperative, Ltd. during 1995-2000; 2) to assess its administrative efficiency in

this period; and 3) to analyze its financial plans.

The research was divided into four parts: general features of the Cooperative
obtained by studying the cooperative's rules and annual reports; analysis of the operation of the
Cooperative using financial ratio analysis and comparing it to the standard ratio; the analysis of
- the problems and barriers of the Cooperative; and financial plans of the Cooperative, using the
results of the operation during the previous six years as well as details on the budget from the

manager and committee's interview.

The research results could be summarized as follows: 1) Most of the capital funds
of Ruamjai Credit Union Cooperative, Ltd. During the 1995-2000 fiscal years came from the

members' shares of stock, followed by their deposits. 2) The Cooperative’s operational efficiency
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in financial management was satisfactory; the analyzed ratios, except the net profit, were above
the standard. 3) majority of the members did not understand the true principles of the
Cooperative, so their main objective of membership enroliment was to obtain credit. 4) The
efficiency of the Cooperative's financial planning was below the standard, but the overall

operational efficiency was satisfactory and could be further improved.

The financial estimation revealed that the Cooperative's net profit increased, and
will increase, every year at a high rate of 25.2% in 2001, 40.9% in 2002 and 43.3% in 2003. It
also tends to improve in all aspects. Adjustment in management strategies may lead to the

Cooperative's greéter efficiency in financial management and financial ratios above the standard.
