FARMERS’ SATISFACTION WITH THE IMPLEMENTATION OF VILLAGE FUNDS
IN SARAPEE DISTRICT, CHIANG MAI PROVINCE

The objectives of this reseach were 1) to find out personal and socio—cconomic
characteristics of farmers who were members of Village Funds in Sarapee district, Chiang Mai
province; 2) to find out correlation between their characteristics and their expectation of Village
Funds’ implementation; 3) to compare their expectation and their satisfaction with Village Funds’
implementation; and 4) to obtain recommendations to improve the management of Village Funds.
The data was collected by means of pretested questionnaires from 365 samples of farmers who
were members of Village Funds, sclected by systematic sampling, and then analyzed with the usc
of the SPSS.

The results revealed that most of the respondents were male, 39 years old on average,
married, had completed a secondary level of education, earned an average of 61. 334 Bath per
year and had average farmland of 5 rais. Almost all respondents attended Village Funds mectings
(98.08%) and had been members of other funds i.e. the Farmer Development Funds and the Bank
for Agriculture and Agricultural Cooperatives Funds. They had also joined in the meetings of

community agencies in the past three years. All respondents had attended agricultural
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agricultural trianing courses and 13 of them were in the committee of Village Funds, in the
position of chairman, vice—chairman, treasurer and general members.

Conceming their expectation of Village Funds’ implementation in 6 aspects, it was
found that the respondents had a moderate level of expectation, ranking from the highest scores to
the lowest: shares, fixed deposits, credit, saving deposits, operation, and fringe benefits.

The respondents were found to have a high level of satisfaction with Village Funds’
implementation in the aspect of operation. They had a moderate level of satisfaction with the
other aspects ranking from the highest scores to the lowest: fringe benefits, saving deposits,
credit, fixed deposits, shares and operation.

Age, marital status, level of education and annual incomes were found to be
significantly correlated with the respondents’ expectation at level of .05 while gender, and
farmland were non—significatly correlated with their expectation at a level of .05.

Age, marital status, level of education, annual incomes and farmland were
significantly correlated with the respondents’ satisfaction at a level of .05 while gender was
non-significantly correlated, at a level of .05.

The respondents’ satisfaction with Village Funds’ implementation in the aspects of
shares, saving deposits, credit, fringe benefits and operation was significantly different from their
expectation at a level of .05 but there was no significant difference between their expectation and

satisfaction in the aspect of fixed deposits.
