The purposes of this study were to examine attitude towards the student
centered teaching methodology of Bangkok Business College teachers according to
the variables of teacher's background knowledge and teaching methodology focusing
on planning, media, evaluation (and assessment), and background knowledge.

The samples were 209 teachers, 37 males and 172 females, and
selected by Accidental Sampling Random. Questionnaires were used to collect the
data. Data were analyzed by computer employing the SPSS’ program, including
percentage and weight mean score.

The resulits of the study can be summarized as follows:

1. Most of the teacher’'s were females, ages between 26 and 30. Their
salaried were between 6,510 and 10,000 bath a month. They mostly graduated a

bachelor's degree, and had gain their teaching experience for 6 — 10 years.

2. Teacher's attitude towards student centered teaching methodology
was focused on; (1) Media ; The best attitude level revealed that the proper media
usage should be selected for student’s ages. (2) Planning ; The best attitude level
was to give students opportunities to conclude and summarize what they had studied.
(3) Evaluation and Assessment ; The best attitude level was to allow students to give
ideas, which can be applied for daily life. (4) Background Knowledge ; The best
attitude level was to bring the assessment or results or suggestions to develop and

enhance student's learning.

3. Suggestions of all BBC teachers toward the student centered teaching
methodology can be concluded that; there should be at least one year planning
besides the standard and perspicuous policy, before performance. The main point of
this methodology revealed that teachers had to have abilities, background knowledge
and understanding this methodology. And teachers should be trained and devetopea

their attitude toward of the old method. Furthermore, teachers should be the trainers

not dictators.
