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The study of factors related to members’ participation in the activities of
Lumduan Agricultural Cooperative Limited, Surin Province, aimed to investigate 1) the
relationship of Socio - Economic factors’ knowledge, understanding, attitude, and
communication of the members to their participation in the cooperative activities 2) the
problems and constraints of the members' patrticipation in the cooperative activities. The
samples were 150 members of the cooperative selected randomly. The data were
collected by mean of scheduled interview and were processed by SPSS PC software. It
was found that most of the members were male with 111 persons an average age of
47.60 years old and an average number of family members was 5.17 persons. They had
an average membership time of 14.96 years with 1,734.13 shares in the cooperative. An
average farming income amount the member was 57,925.34 baht while off-farm income

was 21,991.66 baht. An average deposit cooperative was 3,845.14 baht, while an
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average loan was 30,885.94 baht. They still had 19,087.00 baht in debt to the
cooperative in average. They purchased goods from the cooperative at an average
amount of 15,917.65 baht and sold their products to the cooperative at an average
amount of 22,062.46 baht.

Factors related to members' participation in the cooperative’s activities
were size of land, time of membership, income, attitude, and communication. Factors
related to the members' deposit were attitude, communication, and income. Factors
related to purchasing of the members were size of land, age, knowledge of cooperative
concept, attitude, and communication. Factors related to the members' sales of their
products were size of land, attitude and communication. Factors related to share
holding were time of membership, size of land, knowledge of cooperative concept,

attitude, and communication.
