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, The objectives of this research were 1) to investigate the books acquisitions in Central
Library of King Mongkut’s Institute of Technology North Bangkok during the year 2002 -2004
2) to study the usage of general books from the year 2002~ April 2007 3) to study the
relationship between book acquisitions and book usage. This study was proposed to be guide
line in adjusting the book acquisitions in Central Library of King Mongkut’s Institute of
Technology North Bangkok to be in line with its users’needs and the Institute’s study and
tecching program in the following year
Statistics proceed of book acquisitions and usage were collected at Central Library from
the INNOPAC library system. Data were analyzed by using percentage and the SPSS program
The result can be summarized as follows : During the year 2002 - 2004 the Central
Library of King Mongkut’s Institute of Technology North Bangkok acquired more Thai books than
foreign language books. Books acquired and checked out most frequently were in the following
Library of Congress Classification accordingly : class T : Technology, class Q : Science and
class H : Sociology. Books least acquired was in Class V : Naval Science and books least check
out was in Class M : Music. The correlation between book acquisitions and usage were highly

significant related.
