The objectives of this research were 1) to study the concepts, principles, and methods in
preventing and suppressing the motorcycle theft 2) to study the police effectiveness in
preventing and suppressing the motorcycle theft 3) to analyze problems and obstacles of the
police in preventing and suppressing the motorcycle theft.

Quantitative data were obtained from distributing a questionnaire with closed-ended
questions to 200 police officers whose tasks were to prevent and to suppress the motorcycle
theft in Mueang Chaing Mai district. Statistical data analysis involved percentage and mean.

The findings were:

The respondents believed that the administrative structure and the police officer
deployment were highly effective. However, the ability of police officer, the concerned laws and
regulations, the people cooperation, and the cooperation with other agencies were moderately

effective.
