This independent study aimed to investigate key factors influencing the success of
Asset Capitalization project and to study the socio economic and environmental conditions
affecting the entrepreneurs at Pha Dam and Mae Sa waterfall in Doi Suthep-Pui national park area
after the mentioned project (Credit for Entrepreneurs Project) had been operated. Research data
was collected totally from 56 entrepreneurs: 29 entrepreneurs from Pha Dam and 27
entrepreneurs from Mae Sa waterfall.

The findings were shown hereafter.

(1) Entrepreneurs in the national park area itself and financial institutes were
considered as the key factors influencing the success of Credit for Entrepreneurs project for
entrepreneurs at Pha Dam and Mae Sa waterfall in Doi Suthep-Pui national park, Chiang Mai
province.

(2) After participated in the mentioned project, general environment of the specific
community was slightly changed, but in indistinctive way. The researcher rated this change at the
moderate level. These vague changes were observed from the community environment’s
conservation and protection, the preservation of traditions and cultures, the equal allocation of

natural resources, and the use of local knowledge with tourism and developing tourism to reach

for the sustainability. According to the research result, the changes of socio economic conditions
as found through' both domestic and community levels were rated at low. In addition, the
community problems had still been unsolved.

Based upon the above findings, it could be summarized that the Asset Capitalization
project (Credit for Entrepreneurs project) at Pha Dam and Mae Sa waterfall in Doi Suthep-Pui
national park area, Chiang Mai province had low effectiveness since its environmental and socio
economic conditions after the project had been operated were similar to the conditions before the

project was launched. Furthermore, the concrete change in this area was not much found.
