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ABSTRACT
The main objective of this research was to study the effectiveness of the Lamphun Province
election commission in administering the January 6, 2001 general election to be just and fair under three

following principles: 1) free election, 2) genuine election, and 3) universal election.

Quantitative data were drawn from 400 samples from Constituency 1 of Lamphun Province by
using a close-ended questionnaire. Univariate data analysis involved frequency, percentage, and mean.

Bivariate analysis involved Analysis of Variance at .05 level of statistical significance.

The findings were:

1. In general, the respondents were quite satisfied with the effectiveness of the election
commission in administering the election.

2. The respondents’ satisfacticn in the commission’s ¢tfectiveness in administering the election
under the principles of free, genuine, and universal clection were moderate, moderate, and high,
respeciively.

3. The respondents’ age, level of education, occupation, and level of expectation before the

election, were related to their opinion in the commission’s effectiveness in administering the election.
