The purposes of this study were to investigate teachers’ problems and needs for
teaching competency development and to compare those problems encountered by
teachers teaching industrial subjects and those teaching commerce and business
administration in Siam Institute of Technology. The population of this study was 79
technical teachers, and 36 teachers from the commerce and business field.
Questionnaires were used to collect the date. Percentage, arithmetic mean, standard
deviation, frequency, and t-test were employed to analyze the data.

With respect to teachers’ problems, it was found, as a whole, by-aspect, and by-
item, that the problems the teachers encountered were at a moderate level. However,
the problems on replacement of absent teachers, writing objective and subjective tests,
and grading subjective tests were rated at a low level.

Regarding the teachers’ needs gathered from the open-ended answers with the
frequency of 10 upward, the study revealed that the teachers teaching the students of
both certificate and diploma levels wanted to teach only one level students. They also
preferred to teach 2 subjects per semester, do one academic material a year, be in
charge of watching one day a week, teach not more than 20 periods a week, have
more overhead projectors, and to be allowed more time for grading. In addition, the
teachers also want to be trained on syllabus analysis, organizing teaching and learning
activities, actual measurement and evaluation, action research, psychology of learning,
standardized test and CAIl construction, and how to do presentation with PowerPoint
Program.

The comparison of problems encountered by f(‘\\IVO groups of the teachers indicated

as a whole and by-aspect, significant difference; i.e. the problems faced by the teachers

teaching commerce and business administration subjects were more serious. The

statistical significance level of this study was .05.
