The aims of this research were 1) to analyse the effectiveness in the performance of the
Village and Community Fund Policy in Mueang Chiang Mai District, Chiang Mai Province,
2) to investigate factors affecting effectiveness in the performance of the Village and Community
Fund Policy, 3) to compare cognitive information knowledge and understanding about the Village
and Community Fund Policy and effectiveness in the performance of the Village and Community
Fund Policy of the committee and fund’s member between the village fund and the community
fund, and 4) to study and compare factors in cognitive information and knowledge and
understanding about the Village and Community Fund Policy between the committee and fund’s
member. The study samples were 499 committees and fund’s member. The researcher imade the
questionnaire for collecting the data. And the researcher interviewed 28 heads of fund’s
committee, 7 Community Development officers and 7 managers of the Government Savings
Bank. The area in this research was Mueang Chiang Mai District, Chiang Mai Province. The
statistics used in data interpretation were frequency, percentage, means, and standard deviation.

The hypothesis was tested by correlation using F — test and compare mean using t — test. The



significant level was set at 0.05.

The results were as follows: Te 1 4 5 9 '7 6

1) The member in other group and the status in other group correlated significantly with
cognitive information about the Village and Community Fund Policy. Education, status in village
member in other group, status in other group, status in the fund and cognitive information
correlated with knowledge and understanding about the Village and Community Fund Policy
significantly. Status in community, cognitive information, and knowledge and understanding
about the Village and Community Fund Policy of fund’s member correlated with satisfaction
from the Performance of the Village and Community Fund Policy at a significant level. Position
in the fund, status in village, and knowledge and understanding about the Village and Community
Fund Policy of fund’s committee correlate with participation in fund management activities
significantly. Education, occupation, status in village/community, member in other group, raising
a loan, cognitive information, knowledge and understanding about the Village and Community
Fund Policy, and satisfaction from the Performance of the Village and Community Fund Policy of
fund’s member also correlated with participation in the Performance of the Village and
Community Fund Policy significantly.

2) The performance of the Village and Community Fund Policy was not effective.

3) The committees and village fund’s member had at a significantly level cognitive
information, knowledge and understanding about the Village and Community Fund Policy,
satisfaction about performing and fund management factors, satisfaction with the performance of
the Village and Community Fund Policy, and participation in fund management activities differ
from committees and community fund’s members but unsignificantly. However, the committees
and village fund’s members participated in performance of the Village and Community Fund
Policy significantly, but less than the committees and community fund’s members. No difference
was found in rotating fund, occupation development, creating job, emergency cases, and
management ability between the village committees and the community committees.

4) The fund’s committees in both groups and the members had different cognitive
information about the Village and Community Fund Policy but not at a significant level.
However, the committees had signifficantly more knowledge and understanding about the Village

and Community Fund Policy than the members.
