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Abstract 182911

The objectives of this research are to survey and compare teaching styles of
student-teachers from the Faculty of Education and school supervisors teaching Thai,
English and French subjects at the selected schools after Thai education reformation has
been mandated since 1999. The research instrument is the teaching style inventory of Dunn
& Dunn (1993 ). 1t was translated by Manthana Thammabutra ( 2003 ). The research results
are as follows :

Thai language (1.) student-teachers' teaching style is Tst mostly except the
evaluation technique (SIt) and the educational philosophy (Slt). (2.) The school
supervisors' téaching style is Tst mostly except the educational philosophy (SHt). After
comparing teaching style of student-teachers and school supervisors, they are the same
mostly except the evaluation technique. The evaluation technique of student-teachers is Sit,
but the school supervisors' is Tst.

English Language (1.) student-teachers' teaching style is Tst mostly except student
grouping (Slt), educational philosophy (SIt) and classroom design (STt). (2.) school
supervisors' teaching style is Tst mostly except classroom design (STt) and teaching
atmosphere (Tst). (3.) student-teachers' teaching style is mostly the same as school
supervisors' teaching style which is Tst except student grouping and teaching atmosphere.
The student grouping of school supervisors is Slt, but the school supervisors® is Tst. And

teaching atmosphere of student-teachers is Tst, but the school supervisors'is STt.

French language, (1.) student-teachers' teaching style is mostly Tst except
classroom design (STt), teaching characteristics (SIt) and educational philosophy (SIt). (2)
most of school supervisors' teaching style is Tst except teaching characteristics (Slt) and
educational phylosophy (Slt). (3.) student-teachers' teaching style is mostly the same as
school supervisors' teaching style which is Tst, teaching characteristics (SIt) and
educational philosophy (SIt). But classroom design of student-teachers is STt, the school
supervisors' is Tst.

The synthesis of the most effective teaching style on language teaching student-
teachers agree with school supervisors on the most effective teaching style which is It
(Individual Teacher). It means the instructor has his own unique teaching style concerning

student-centered approach.
