Cell Phones can be Dangerous
Subject: English Listening-Speaking 3 (01-324007)
Time: 4 feriods (200 minutes)
Class: 3“Year Students
Number of students: 16
Terminal Objective:  Students should be able to present an oral presentation.
Enabling Objectives:  Students should be able to:
1. do modals exercises.
2. write an outline.
3. write a script by using modals.

Procedures:
Period 1
Warm Up:
1. For “Who am I1?” game, the teacher will tape one card on the back of each students. On

each card, there are the names of different occupations. Then, everyone pretends they are at
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a party and asks each other questions by using “can” to find out their own identities, for
example, “Can I teach English?” or “Can I catch the thief?”. When someone guesses their
own occupations correctly, the card gets taped to their front and they continue to chat with

the party guests until everyone is wearing the card on the front.

Pre-speaking Activities

2. The teacher introduces the students about the topic “Cell Phones can be Dangerous” and
discuss about ideas and opinions they have.

3.. The teacher asks the students about vocabulary to prepare the information about the topic
“Cell Phones can be Dangerous”.

4. The teacher presents the students about health risks vocabularies.

5. The teacher presents the use of modals “can, could, be able to” and the students do
exercise 1, 2, and 3 in worksheet 2 in order to practice and check their understanding.

Period 2

While-speaking Activities

6. The students read their own passages and take notes by using graphic organizer.
7. Then, the students write their outlines from their graphic organizer about the topic “Cell
Phones can be Dangerous”.
8. After the students finish writing an outline, the teacher will let the students writes their
own oral presentation scripts.
Period 3
9. After the students finish their oral presentation scripts, the students will be divided in

group of 3 by taking a random. All students have to draw lots from the box and each
student makes sound of an animal that they get. The students who get the same animal

will be in the same group.

Post-speaking Activities

10. Then, the students get in the group and each student has to present 1" oral presentation in

group.

11. While one student is presenting 1" oral presentation in group, other members in group

have to write down in peer response sheet to give opinions about an oral presentation.
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12. After all members in group finish oral presentations, they will discuss about weaknesses
and strengths of each person in group.
13. After peer feedback and group process, the students will improve and revise their own
oral presentation scripts.
Period 4
14. After the students finish revising the script, they have to present 2" oral presentation in
front of the class.
15. The teacher evaluates each student’s oral presentation and gives the students some
advices in order to develop the students’ speaking abilities.
