Pra Prang Sam Yod

Lop Buri's best known landmark is Phra Prang Sam Yod, the former Hindu Shrine
located close 1o the railway station. The laterite and sandstone structure was constructed in the
Lopburi style and decorated with stucco. The three towers signify the Hindu Trinity of Brahma the
Creator, Vishnu the Preserver and Shiva the Destroyer. During the reign of King Narai the Great
the shrine was converted to a Buddhist temple.

San Pra Kan

San Pra Kan is an ancient Khmer shrine which was constructed with late rite standing on the high
rederted pedestal. The image called Pra Kan is enshrined inside and is well worshipped by people formearly the
head and the arm of Pra Kan wens broken and later the head of a sandstone Buddha image in Ayutthaya period

was attached fo the body in replacement. At present, it is still the place for worshipping by people.
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Pasak Jolasid Dam

The Pasak Jolasid Dam is located at Ban Kaeng Sua Ten, Tambon Nongbua,
Patthananikom District in Lop Buri Province. This is an earth-filled dam with impevious
core and the dam has a length of 4,860 meters with the height of 36.5 meters.

The storage capacity is 785 million cubic metere of water at normal water level, and

the maximum capacity is 960 million cubic meters.

Hindu Shrine

This charming and smali Khmer ruins is located in the vicinity of the market

place on Vichayen Rd., near Phra Narai Ratchaniwet Palace. It was a Hindu shrine

and is considered as Lopburi's oldest monument.
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Monument of King Narai the Great.

What you should know about King Narai is that he was the first Thai monarch who
actively sought contact with Europe, and especially with France. This was quite revolutionary in
the seventeanth century! During his reign, a French foreign mission was saent to Thailand ($lam
then), in the first place to spread Christianity there. But it was made very clear to the French by
King Narai that he did not appreciate this. And thanks to wise people like King Narai Thailand is
stiil a Buddhist country today. Nevertheless the relationship with France stayed friendly. Also
rejations with the Netherlarkis were established during the reign of King Narai. A mission from
Siam was sent to Amsterdam. And atso the English came to Siam in those years, in order to set
up a trade post.

Pra Narai Ratchanivet Palace

Pra Narai Ratchanivet Palace was constructed during mid-1800s and was abandoned
after his death. The palace combined both Thal and westem-style architecture, indlcating the
European’s influence during that period. Later on, King Mongkut, Rama IV restored parts of the

palace, including the majestic Chanthara Phisan Pavilion, originally the royal residence of King
Narai built purely in Thai-style.

The new section consists of a building constructed in 1951 contains a four-

armed deity figure fixed with a Buddha's head which is now the project of worship.

This waterfall is about 12 kilometres fom Lam Narmi Market, in Amphoe Chai Badan.
It appeals as a quiet and refreshing retreat from the city, suitable for famity visitors.

The zoo accommodates mammals, reptiles and bird species, including some of
the rare Southeast Asian animals such as bears, monkeys, tigers, lions, deers and
crocodiies,

Lop Buri zoo is open from 08.30 am to 06.00 pm everyday with 20 baht for
adult and 5 baht for children.

Vichayen House

The Vichayen House was built as a residence for the first French
ambassador to Thailand during the reign of Louis XIV. Later it was inhabited by the
King's favorite minister, the Greek Constantine Phaulkon, who encouraged King
Narai to forge close ties with the Europeans, predominantly with the French.
Scattered around the compound are other ruined buildings that served as residences

for other mission members, water tanks, fountains, and a Roman Catholic chapel.
