Publuc _relations in the graduate study program aimed to disseminate
information on the graduate program at the Faculty of Nursing and to increase
candidates for these programs.

The purpose of this study was to explore opinions and suggestions of the
graduate students at the Faculty of Nursing, Chiang Mai University. The subjects
consisted of 396 first and second year students in 2005 and 87 first year students in
2006. The research instrument used was a Public Relations of Graduate Study
Program Questionnaire which was developed by the investigators. Data were analyzed
using descriptive statistics and the results were as follows.

1. The subjects who were first and second year students in 2005 revealed that
the received information regarding the graduate study program mostly from colleagues
(16.3%) and from the Faculty of Nursing Website (16.2%). While 15.5% of subjects who
were first year students in 2006 revealed that they received information from the Faculty
of Nursing Website and 14.8% received information from the Chiang Mai Universi%y
Website. In addition, the subjects also revealed that they received information after the
public relations outreach activity.

2. Public relations in the graduate study program of the Facuilty of Nursing,
Chiang Mai University was rated at a moderate level by the subjects in 2005 and 2006.

The information and suggestions found in this study could be served as basic
data and information for graduate section personnel from the Faculty of Nursing to
improve the public relations of the graduate study program in the future.
