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The objectives of the study was to develop Rajabhat Rajanagarindra university preservice
teacher professional units based on the co-operative approach according to the needs analysis derived
from standard indicators which were selected by modified Delphi Technique. There were 4 sample
groups: 1) 520 participants, i.e. administrators, teachers, students, and related personnel working in the
Rajabhat University's Preservice Teacher Professional Unit from 4 regions giving their opinions towards the
classroom management; 2) 9 academic experts for iﬁterviewing; 3) 30 experts, who were in the process of
the modified Delphi Technique for selecting standard indicators; and 4) 210 participants, i.e.
administrators, supervisor teachers, teachers, prospective teachers, who provided the necessary needs
for developing preservice teacher professional units based on the co-operative approach. The sample's
opinions towards classroom management were analyzed by using the frequency, mean, standard
deviation and analysis of variance. These results were used for indicator selection by using the mode,
median, and inter-quartile. The Modified Needs Priorities Index was employed to synthesize the
development based on the co-operative approach. These were education reform, whole school
development, school based research and school-based development. The findings showed that 112
indicators from 23 standards were selected as standard indicators. They consisted of 7 teacher standards
with 39 indicators, 2 administrator standards with 11 indicators, 6 process standards with 30 indicators,
and 8 learner standards with 33 indicators. The results indicated that leamer standards, the process
standards, and the teacher standards were to be prioritized respectively. Then the Rajabhat
Rajanagarindra university preservice teacher professional units based on the co-operative approach
according to the needs analysis derived from the standard indicators were developed with one example
project based on the co-operation between schools, religious institutions, communities and parents. The
project was evaluated by students observation, interviews and testing. It was revealed that the students’

abilities in critical thinking and synthesis were developed.
