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 This study used research and development design, the objectives were: 1) to
develop a curriculum for training caregivers in orphanages on building attachment-based
relationships in child-rearing, and 2) to evaluate the curriculum. The research process was
conducted by investigating basic information and concept of building attachment-based
relationships in child-rearing. The curriculum was evaluated by using quasi-experimental research
design. The research samples were 30 caregivers working in Pakkret Home for Children, selected
through stratified sampling. Research instruments included an evaluation form to measure -
knowledge on building attachment-based relationships in child-rearing, an observation form of
caregiver child-rearing behaviors, an observation form of relationships between children and
caregivers, and an evaluation form of caregivers’ satisfaction on curriculum training of building
attachment-based relationships in child-rearing. Data were analyzed by means of mean of
percentage, match-paired t-test, and content analysis.

The research findings were as follows:

1. Ti:e curiculum for training caregivers in orphanaoes on building attachment-
based relationships in child-rearing had its principle for curriculum development based on the
concepts of building attachment-based relationships in child-rearing, developmentally
appropriateness and adult education were used for enhancing attachment-based relationships in
caring 0-5 years old, and consisted of 4 main activities: awareness building, theoretical knowledze
instruction, evaluation, and field work. The curriculum training was divided into 2 phases: Phase
one; to build up an awareness and theoreticai knowledge instruction, lasted for 3 days, phase two:
field work, lasted 8 weeks.

2. The evaluation of a curriculum for training caregivers in orphanages on
building attachment-based relatlonshlps in child-rearing after implementing curriculum were:

1) mean of percentage of caregivers’ knowledge and chxld—rearmg behavior were at the *“good”
level within the indicated criterion score, 2) the caregivers’ knowledge in building attachment-
based relationships in child-rearing is significantly higher than pre-test at the .01 level, 3) the
caregivers’ scores in observations on child-rearing behavior is significantly higher than pre-test at
the .01 level, 4) the attachment of young children ages 6 months to 3/11 years and 4-5 years with
the caregivers were higher than pre-test, and 5) the caregivers’ satisfaction on the training were
mostly found at the level of high and highest satisfaction and the caregivers agreed with the child-

rearing practice based on attachment-based relationships to improve relationships between
caregivers and children.
