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The purposes of this research were to study and analyze the status and the implementation of the
student activities, the self — empowerment of the student government of Nursing Colleges under the Jurisdiction
of the Ministry of Public Health, to develop an empowerment model and to evaluate the effectiveness of the model.
The research methods employed were descriptive and quasi — experimental, one group pretest posttest using content
analysis and the empowerment test constructed under Cuming theory (1981). The population were the department
heads of the student activities and heads of the student government of 29 Nursing Colleges under the Jurisdiction of the
Ministry of Public Health. The samples used to test the model were 43 presidents of the student government
of Borommarajonanee Chonburi Nursing College, Academic Year 2006,

The results of research were:

The status and the implementation of the student activities of the student government of Nursing Colleges
under the Jurisdiction of the Ministry of Public Health was categorized as policy, approach and concept, implementation,
concerning factors, success, problems and recommendations, results of the quality assurance of the student activities and the
empowerment enhancement of the student activities.

The self — empowerment of 713 students in the student government of Nursing Colleges which were
measured by the empowerment test and analyzed by mode were 58 from the total score of 100.

The empowerment model for the student government of Nursing Colleges included: 1) The principle
and the reason of the model, 2) The content structure and the responsible departments, 3) The process of implementing
the model. and 4) The evaluation of the empowerment model used which indicated that the average score in self-esteem,
self confident and work satisfaction of the students at the end of the program were significantly higher at .05 in every area.

The effectiveness of the empowerment model could be seen by the mode of self — empowerment score of
the student government of Borommarajonanee Chonburi which was at 53 from the total score of 100 at the beginning,

and was higher at the score of 68 after participation in the program. The increase was 15 points or 30%.
