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ABSTRACT 198957

This study aims to investigate the political factors affecting investment decisions
of investors in Chiang Mai Province investing in the Stock Exchange of Thailand. The
research found that most investors have average an age of 35-44 years. They have graduated
at the under graduate level and receive salaries of above 50,000 bath per month. The investor
experience in the stock market ranges from 1-5 years. Most investors use three sources of
information to help for their decision making. There are printed matter, television, and the
marketing itself. The most individuals give the economic factors affecting their decision-
making which is profitable growth through economic prospects, business sentiment index,
GDP and interest rate. Also, industries are chosen for business competitiveness, company
growth and business life cycle. Including company‘s net profit and financial performance,
dividend yield, currency ratio and property per book value are the most affecting the way
investors make their decisions. Where political features are concerned, most individuals are
interested in the stability of the government (power and use of power), good governance,
administration, corruption, legislation, and law enforcement. Study also found that economic
factor is more affected than political factor. However the political factor affecting especially,
is related to economics.

Problems and obstacles for the individual investing in the Stock Exchange of
Thailand include insufficient information to help make decisions and inability to follow up
the stock gains of the Stock Exchange of Thailand, marketing services, communication

system and computer online.
