The purposes of this independent study were to study the psychosocial factors of Islamic
leaders related to seashore resource conservation behaviors; to oomparé these behaviors of Islamic
leaders who differed in bio-social factors and environmental information perception and to study the
seashore resource conservation behaviors of Islamic leaders in the area of Pattan: bay.

Population of this study comprised of 168 Islamic leaders who were the Islamic committees
of mosques in their local fishery villages. The research instruments were questionnaires consisted of
4 parts; demographic information, environmental information perception, environmental attitudes and
the seashore resource conservation behaviors. The data were analyzed to test the hypothesis by
computing one-way ANOVA and Pearson’s product moment correlation.

The results of this study were as follows ;

1. No significant differences were found on the seashore resource conservation behaviors
between Islamic leaders who differed in ages, education levels, incofnes and leader’s period of
posttior:

3. Psychosocial factors related to environmental attitudes and environmental information
perception correlated positively of Islamic leaders to the seashore resource conservation behaviors in

the area of Pattani bay at the significant levels 0.01
