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The objectives of this research was to study the family factors involved in the
academic achievement of secondary school students. The subjects ‘consisted of 90 students
from 3 government schools in Lampang. The instruments used for collecting data were two
questionaires, one asking 22 questions about personal data, and the other 60 questions asking for
the students’ opinion about their families.

The result revealed that the female students have higher academic achievement than
the male students at .01 statistical significance level (t = -3.94). The students whose parents have
medium level of relationships have higher academic achievement than those whose parents have
low level of relationships at .05 statistical significance level (F = 4.10). The students whose
parents have low and medium level of academic expectation have higher academic achievement
than those whose parents have high expectation at .05 statistical significance level (F = 5.54),
and the students who have high self-discipline trainevd by the parents tend to have higher
academic achievement than those who have medium and low self-discipline trained by the parents
at .05 statistical significance level (F = 4.39).

Sex, the parents’ academic achievement expectation and self-discipline trained by
the parents are correlated with the students’ academic achievement at .01 statistical significance
level (. = .387, -.287, .277). The relationships of the parents and the parents’ relationship with
their children are correlated with academic achievement at .05 statistical significance level
(r=.245, .217).

Sex, the parents’ academic achievement expectation and self-discipline trained by
the parents can be used to predict academic achievement of students for 26% at .05 statistical

significance level (R’ = .26, F = 6.60).
