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ABSTRACT

One of the most damage in Social is computerized criminal that destroying
economics. In every country of the world realized this typical hazardous criminal and its effected.
Due to insufficient criminal laws to indict them. Therefore the search of new suppressive and
protective statues have been made with much effect. Thailand country also realized this crucial
problem. Then proposing bill of computerized criminal however there must be concerned the
usage of proper laws. Also developing criminal procedure effectiveness especially pursuing of
personal data evidences and notified them.

The Kingdom of Thailand constitution B.E. 2540 code 29 provide basically for
personal right and freedom which limited by state practice able to legislate laws in some case.
Dealing with the constitution such as code 37 provide personal right protection. As same as the
constitution provide state authority apply to public interests case. When state inhabited an
exemption to legislate laws that too limited personal right and freedom informations. By
claimable of public interests for instance, state made laws allowing officers to persue personal
informations any of time. Especially those appropriate personal data from computers. The
performance hold effected to right and freedom of person which have results according to the
legislation code 6. Mean that the constitution, highest laws of country, was protected. It unable to
extort even access to personal data became a new criterion of state in pursuing evidence to
persecute criminals. The former procedure unable solving computerized criminal problems. So
that could legislation laws for controlling authority performance of state officers uneffected in

area of personal information right.



Generally said personal data evidence must protected by criminal procedure code and
constitution in the differentiation of electronic data. The typical evidence have no shape, invisible
and dwell in electromagnetic site which easily destroying or erasing. Especially when ascertain
officers gathered all of them accusing to court. My studied in this research has 3 points of
personal electronic data. Such as electronic evidence descriptions, personal right, persuing
procedure and adducing evidence under hypothesis that violated personal right. Beneat the
constitution and criminal procedure whether officers could do. Nowadays, whether laws provide
authority and how the penalty of wrongdoers.

Problems analysis and results of this study received from Thailand and other
countries’ solution. Especially United States, England and Japan found that state officers could
persuing electronic evidences rapidly. They also didn’t violate personal right as dealing with laws
and authority performance. There could have neutral organization checking the use of power. And

should have electronic evidence description more obviously.
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
