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Lesson Plan 1

Topic : Bad Day
Class Level : M. 4

Time Limit : 3 Periods

Terminal Objective

- Students should be able to analyze the idea of the song by answering the question.

Enabling Objectives
Students should be able to :
- stress the words on the right position.
-pronounce the final and linking sounds correctly.
- pronounce the sentence with the right intonation.

-answer the questions after watching the music video.

Procedure
Pre-Listening

1. Teacher introduces the significant of pronunciation

2. Teacher introduces the word stress and demonstrates how to stress each word;
the words are given from the song lyrics

Ex. >camera / "holiday / "'magic / ’passion
a’round

3. Students practice in pairs and show to the class.

4. Teacher introduces linking sounds, final sounds and demonstrates to students.

5. Students practice to pronounce linking sounds and final sounds in pairs.

6. Teacher lets students watch Karaoke and focusing on the final and linking
sounds from the singer line by line until the end and start watching it all over
again.

7. Students are divided into groups to practice final and linking sounds.

8. Teacher asks students to sing along with Karaoke.

9. Teacher introduces the intonation and demonstrates how intonation works in
each situation.

- Teacher gives the sample of intonation

A: Have you ever had a bad day?

B: Yes, of course. My life was not good.
A: Oh, too bad. But now you look happy.
B: I keep telling myself not to worry.

A: Umm, that’s a good idea.
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10. Students practice pronouncing intonation in pair

- l?ach students perform both A and B conversation.
1. After practicing pronunciation, Teacher introduces students the meaniné of
vocabulary and the expressions found from song lyrics.
- Teacher lets students match the meaning of the vocabulary and

expression on the board.

While-Listening
1. Students watch the Karaoke, focusing on the story in the Music Video.
2. Teacher gives students the questions while watching it.

- What’s the main idea?

- What happened in the MV?

- What happened at the end?

3. Teacher lets students watch Karaoke 2 times.

4. Students can take notes what they got from watching it and do exercise A.
Post- Listening

1. Teacher gives the question to the students to criticize.

2. After he students finished, teacher lets students to sing Karaoke again, and

focusing on pronunciation.
