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The purposes of this research are 1. to study the cause of coup d’etat of general Sonthi
Boonyaratgarin 2. to study the idea about political intervention of army in Thai politics in the case
of coup d’etat on 19" September 2006 and 3. to understand the problems of Thai democratic
form of government.

The sources of studying came from interviewing with questionnaires scholars of
Chiang Mai University and collected information from documents including concerned
researches.

The study shows that the obstacle of the development of Thai democracy is the military
intervention in the way of revolution and coup d’etat : military has the appropriate qualities for
political intervention. Even though, globalization and worldwide democracy cannot stop the
power of the military in Thailand.

The essential factors that supported the 19" September 2006 coup d’etat are the
outside ones. In the social aspect, the movement of people who had different opinions about the
corruption of the previous Prime Minister Taksin Chinnawattra caused the rupture that had never
occurred before. In the political aspect, parliamentary dictatorship under his administration
which focused only on the political leader is a kind of political system that the executive power
controlled the legislative and judicial powers. In the economic aspect, it was not the main factors
led to the coup d’etat because during that period people were satisfied with the
government’s economic policy.

It can be concluded that fraction division of people in Thai society caused by
different of ideologics and trustful minds in the former Prime Minister Taksin

Chinnawattra has lad to the intervention of army in Thai politics.
