There are four objectives of this study which are: to study about the fundamental
factors leading to the narcotic transaction among Hmong hill tribe people; to study the
basic behavior of Hmongs families who are drug dealers and their socialization at
childhood; to study about the government officers opinion towards action on policies
and solutions on narcotic transaction in Chiang Mai Province and to study about current
problems and obstacles of government officers on their implementation. The data were
collected by questionnaires from 109 Hmong prisoners at the Chiang Mai Central Prison
as well as from 191 staff members who work in Chiang Mai Province on narcotic
preventions and problems. The data analysis was completed and presented in form of
percentage and hypothesis was verified by chi-square, the study has shown the
following results:

The basic factors leading to narcotic transaction among Hmong are: low
education, low family income, small and unstable income and working for low-paid-
employment, in agricultural sector, with many being unemployed . Hmong prisoners
were brought up from warm families. They were close and respectful by their teachers.
They accepted the social norms, beliefs, and did not associate with any friends who had
been dealing with narcotics trafficking. Nevertheless, there is not any impact towards
suspension of narcotic transaction since the Hmong preferred to earn money to support
their families the most.

Therefore, the government policy on narcotic suppression was considered
suitable but it has been unsuccessful because of the interests between dealers and
officers. Moreover, the local and national politicians have been supporting dealers,
which is hard to fufil the government poIiCy. Other significant problems and obstacles on
solving and preventing trafficking narcotics transactions are loosely on law practice,
difficulty on coordination between organisations and the issue of staffs moral and
courage. People are reluctant to cooperate up because they are afraid of being
influenced. Besides, the location is hard for suppression and the budgets are

insufficient.
