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The purposes of this research were to study effects of communicative-based
English language provision on kindergarteners’ vocabulary understanding in 3 aspects :
performing bodily-kinesthetic response, performing hand-on task, and communicative response,
and, to study satisfaction of English language learning.

The samples were 58 kindergarteners at the age of five to six years in
Pibool-uppatham School. The samples were divided into two groups : 29 children in the
experimental group receiving the communicative-based English languége provision,
and 29 children in the control group receiving the conventional activities, for 10 weeks.
The research instruments were the test of vocabulary understanding of kindergarteners and
the satisfaction with English language learning questionnaire. The data was analyzed
using arithmetic mean, standard deviation, t-test, and percentage with SPSS program.

The research results were that after the field, the scores on vocabulary
understanding of the experimental group were significantly higher than those of the control
group at the .01 level, and its satisfaction toward English language learning was at the

high ievel.
