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This quantitative research study aims at studying the communicative roles of
internet users concerning pornographic photos and the prioritization of moral criteria in
the communication of pornographic photos. It also explores whether the factor of
demography correlates with the roles of communication concerning pornographic

photographs.

The study result show that the demographic factors; namely gender, age, and
education level, correlate with a person’s role in receiving pornographic photos. The male
sample group received more pornographic photos than their female counterpart.
However, there is no correlation between religious affiliations and the receiver role.
Moreover, there is no relation between the role of pornographic photo sender and any

demographic factors.

In terms of the prioritization of moral criteria, the study result shows that senders
of pornographic photos also gave themselves high self-esteem, but lower moral and
religious value, as well as social and cultural value. Regardless of the receivers’

demographic factors, they held low legal value.

Concerning the relation between the role of pornographic photo sender and the
prioritization of moral criteria, the study finds out that the different levels of pornographic
photo sender lead to the difference in prioritizing moral criteria. Nonetheless,
pornographic photo senders of different levels prioritize their self-esteem, moral and

religious value, and legal value at the same level.
