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The purpose of this study was to investigate factors affecting students’ time spent on
Studying for Bachelor’s Degree in Electrical Engineering in Department of Teacher Training in
Electrical Engineering, Faculty of Technical Education, King Mongkut's Institute of Technology
North Bangkok. The respondents of this study were 463 alumni of the department, graduated
between 1999-2001. Factors related to curriculum, instructors, students themselves, management
and administration of the institutes, economics, and society were examined. Questionnaires of
check list and rating scale types were used to collect the data. The researcher obtained the
addresses and telephone numbers of the alumni from the Office of the Registrar. The number of
the complete questionnaires returned was 279 (or 60% of the total).

The study revealed factors delaying the graduation of students of the 2-year curriculum
were those related to the students themselves and society. For the 3- year program, it was found
that factors related to curriculum and society most affected their graduation while those in the
4-year program were influenced by only social problems. The study indicated that the main
causes of this were that most students were from rural areas and so had to take care of themselves.
They were unable to adjust themselves to the new environment. They also had a problem of long
travel to study, resulting in fatigue and inability to concentrate on their study. These delayed their

graduation.
