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Abstract 179856

This research was of a survey type. Its purpose was to investigate probiems and obstacles
in dwelling-building construction, caused by factors related to administration and administrative
process. Major and critical problems were examined. The study covered the problems and
obstacles occurring in construction of apartments and buildings for room rent, with the height of
not taller than 23 meter, located in Bangkok and its vicinities. Questionnaires were used to collect
the data. The informants of the study included designers, foremen, contractors, and construction
managers, making the total of 177. Arithmetic mean and ANOVA were employed to analyze the
data. The study revealed six critical problems; namely, shortage of skilled workers, sub-
contractors’ shortage of personnel, sub-contractors” not applying management principles, lack of
materials and equipment, unskilled workers’ claiming that they weré the skilled ones to ask for

more wages, and building plans being corrected or changed.
