The incidence of cervical cancer is the highest among all type of cancer among Thai
women. Although preventive means can be taken, the incidence of the disease is still increasing.
This research is designed to identify both primary and secondary preventive health behavior
cervical cancer and relationship between some select factors and preventive health behavior
cervical cancer. The subject were 400 randomly chosen female factory workers in the Northern
Region Industrial Estate, Lamphun Province. The data were collected by interview technique wnh
the structured questionnaire that was made by researcher. Percentage, Pearson Product Moment
Correlation Coefficient and chi-square and Multiple Regression were employed for data analysis.

The results show that the subjects had undesirable health behavior in cervical cancer
prevention. The majority of female factory workers in the Northern Region Industrial Estate,
Lamphun possessed undersirable primary (70.8%) and secondary (92.0%) preventive health
behavior. The perception of cervical cancer was correct (54.0%) and incorrect (46.0%).There
were significant relationships between information known about cervical cancer and primary and
secondary prevention. The perception of cervical cancer was statistically related to primary
prevention

From researching, it found that receiving information about cervical cancer protection
and the perception of cervical cancer affected to the behavior of the primary cervical cancer
prevention, and receiving information about cervical cancer prevention affected to the behavior of

the secondary cervical cancer protection.

Regarding the research finding, it is recommended that health teams should be
encouraged to provide more information concerning cervical cancer and pap smear service for

female factory workers to encourage them to continuously perform preventive health behavior.
