This study aimed to 1) investigate factors affecting the birth control of the displaced
family from the Myanmar Karen War in Sob Moei District, Mae Hong Son Province; 2) evaluate
the level of knowledge in birth control of the displaced persons from the Myanmar Karen War; and
3) analyze the problem of implementing the birth control policy among the displaced persons from
the Myanmar Karen War. The sample of this study was 386 displaced females, aged 15-49, in the
Mae Lamaluang Temporary Stay Center and Mae La-oon Temporary Stay Center, Sob Moei
District, Mae Hong Son Province and 39 volunteers working in birth control program. Data were
collected through questionnaire.

The study could be concluded as follows:

1) Factors affecting the decision for family planning of the displaced persons were an
opportunity and satisfaction for accessing to the birth control service. The supporting factors in
accepting the birth control were the support from family and the influence of volunteers.

2) The displaced persons knew about the family planning in the medium level. This
was because, in these days, the displaced persons contended that family planning was still
insignificant, the contraception might be ineffective. Moreover, they were afraid that the
contraception would affect their body. Furthermore, the volunteers’ performance in disseminating
knowledge about family planning was incomplete since they lacked tools, equipment and media

about family planning.

3)  Ihe work ot tamily planning undertaken in the temporary Stay Center confronted
e problems of the lack of volunteers’ development, the lack of personnel or experts in family
lanning, and the lack of honest cooperation among related organizations. Thus, the temporary

Stay Center lacked the main organizations to sincerely oversee the family planning task, resulting

'o the reasonably unsuccessful family planning performance.
