The objectives of this qualitative research are to study the problems and solving processes
on communication of Sakais indigenous group migrating to town community, also to study the
communication showing Sakai identity. Data is collected by in-depth interviews, and participant
observation with 4 persons of Sakai family that migrated to live in Nakornnayok Province, and 13
persons of different culture that Sakais communicate with.

The study has found that :

1. Communication problems arise from difference of their basic language, cultural, social
experiences and learing to the new ones they moving in to live with. Such problems vary in
accord to background of each one, i.e. ; 1.unable to understand the communication language,
2. lack of new cultural knowledge, 3. communication avoidance to persons of different culture ,
4. do not change old way of thinking, 5. do not try to adapt new culture they are living in ,
6. problems of bias and stereotype thinking

The above problems can be solved by cooperating of both Sakais family and pair
communicates persons in 6 ways, i.e. ; 1. leaming to understand language and culture of each
other, 2. giving knowledge or education, 3. using human media, mass media and specific media,
4. avoiding stereotype thinking and bias, 5. creating empathy, 6. creating relation with pair
communicates persons.

2. Sakais family has presented individual identity and cultural identity through both verbal
and nonverbal communication. The identities shown vary through situations and relationship of
person who communicate with, also found is that the less identity possess, the more presentation

express.
