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The purpose of this study was to compare the English vocabulary learning
achievement of Pratomsuksa Four Students implementing cartoon illustrations and the
prescribed teachers’ manual and to study students’ satisfaction. The population was 270
Pratomsuksa Four students in 6 classrooms of Banjongrat School, Mueang, Lop Buri in
the second semester of the 2005 academic year. The experimentél group (n=45), and
control group (n=45) were selected by a simple random sampling technique.

The research instruments used were lessons with cartoon illustrations, the
prescribed teacher's manual, an achievement test, and a questionnaire on students’
satisfaction towards the English subject. The data were analyzed by using mean ( —)Z),
standard deviation (S.D.), and independent t-test.

The results were as follows:

1. the learning achievement by lessons with cartoon illustrations was higher
than that by teacher's manual at .01 significant level; and

2. the students’ satisfaction towards the English subject of the experimental

group was statistically higher than that of the control group at .01 significant level.
