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This research aims to 1) determine and establish the efficiency of the learning
package entitled dramatic terms and gesture language for the art of dramatic learning
substance group for Mathayomsuksa 1 students, and 2) compare the students’ pre-post
learning achievement entitled dramatic terms and gesture language, for the art of
dramatic learning substance group, 3) study the students’ theatrical arts skills taught
using the learning package entitled dramatic terms and gesture language, for the art of
dramatic learning substance group of Mathayomsuksa 1 students, and 4) study the
students’ attitude towards theatrical arts taught by using the learning package
previously mentioned. The samples were 35 Mathayomsuksa 1 students,
Chalermphrakietsomdetphrasrinakarin School, Lop Buri. The instruments used
consisted of 1) a learning management plan, 2) a learning package, 3) an achievement
test, 4) an observation form on theatrical arts skill, and 5) an attitude test towards
theatrical arts learning. The data was analyzed to calculate mean (3(— ). standard
deviation (S.D.), and t-test dependent.

The findings indicated that:

1. the efficiency of the learning package is 80.37/8.60. .

2. the pre-post learning achievement of the students on dramatic terms and
gesture language has a statistically significant difference at a level of .05.

3. the students’ theatrical arts skills taught using the learning package is at a
high level (80.65 percent).

4. the students’ attitudes toward theatrical arts taught by using the learning

package is at a high level (X = 3.52, SD. = 1.32).
