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ABSTRACT
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This research aims to (1) develop a learning package and find its efficiency
according to the set of criterion on final consonant sounds in the Thai learning
substance group for Prathomsuksa 3 students to meet the 80/80 standard criteria,
(2) compare the learning achievement on final consonant sounds in the Thai learning
substance group for Prathomsuksa 3 students pre-using learning package and post-
using learning package, (3) study students’ attitudes towards using learning packages
on final consonant sounds in the Thai learning substance group for Prathomsuksa 3
students. The sample consisted of 30 students of Prathomsuksa 3 studying in the first
semester of the 2007 academic year at Wadbandon School in Wihandaeng District
under Saraburi Education Service Area Office 2. The sampling method was the simple
random sampling. The instrument used in this study was two learning packages on final
consonant sounds in the Thai learning substance group for Prathomsuksa 3, a learning
achievement test, and questionnaires about the students’ attitudes toward using
learning package. The statistics used for data analysis were E,/E,, mean, percentage,
standard deviation and t-test.

The results were as follows:

1. the efficiencies of the learning package on final consonant sounds in the
Thai learning substance group for Prathomsuksa 3 students were at 85.20/83.92.

2. the students’ learning achievement after experimental learning package on
final consonant sounds in the Thai learning substance group for Prathomsuksa 3 was
significantly higher than those before at a .05 level.

3. regarding students’ attitudes toward using learning package on final
consonant sounds in the Thai learning substance group for Prathomsuksa 3 students,

most students agreed to using learning package.
