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The purposes of this research were 1) to create Multiple Intelligences Theory

Learning Activities Module for Principle of Accounting 1 in topic of worksheet, financial
statement and closing entries, 2) to study The Effect of Multiple Intelligences Theory Learning _
Activities Module for Principle o;‘ Aécounting I; 3) to study satisfaction of students toward
Multiple Intelligences Theory Learning Activities Module Sample group of this study were 50
students in Vocational Certificate Level of Tangtrongchit Commercial School, 1" semester,
academic year 2005. Research tools were 1) course syllabus of Principle of Accounting 1, 2)
Logical Performance Questionnaires, Multiple Intelligences Theory Learning Activities Module
for Principle of Accounting 1, 3) Learning Achievement Test, 4) Questionnaires of Satisfaction
toward.5) Multiple Intelligences Theory Learning Acfivities for Principle of Accounting 1.
Analyzed data by Dependent t-test.

The Research results found that

1. Efficiency of Multiple Intelligence Theory Learning Activities Module for Principle
of Accounting 1 that was created had performance at 75.20/87.00

2. Achievement of Principle of Accounting 1 after students had been received leaming
by Multiple Intelligences Theory Learning Activities Module Set had significantly higher
efficiency than before at 0.01 statistic level.

3. Students satisfactions toward Multiple Intelligences Theory Leaming Activities

Module set were in the high level with mean at 3.90 and standard deviation at 0.81.
