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An improvement in labor productivity as well as quality has been regarded as the major concerns of
Thai housing business. As the construction processes become much more complex, the empirical
evidences indicate the negative trends on both labor productivity and labor quality in housing
business. The research aims to study the causes of problems affecting hosing construction projects.
Questionnaires were distributed to the targeted housing projects. Ten construction trades were the

target groups of this study.

Considering the total number of labors working on the target projects, the study finds the relative
high proportion on fnigrant labor over skilled labor (55.56 percent compared with 44.44 percent
respectively). This high proportion on migrant labor causes discontinuation in the construction
processes and tends to reduce labor productivity in the business as a whole. The study also shows
that 70 percent of the samples are semi-skilled labors, which cause the poor labor productivity and
quality. Hence, given this unfavorable statistics, the study suggests that on-the-jobs training and fine
utilization of relevant materials are the solutions to enhance labor productivity and quality in Thai
housing business. In addition, the important problems affecting construction working are the

inappropriate determination of wages or even benefits, and the inadequate stock of materials and

equipment,
